His cure for economlo Ills, an-
nounced in a 1,800 word statement,
calls for the cancellation of Oermany
reparations by allowing each nation
to pay Itself In a new International
currency,

HI ststement, In part, read:
"lt the allies Issue the amount

that Germany owes them In an In-

ternational currency and pay them-
selves, each nation to be given her
share according to her agreement.
Tula would be a fiduciary currency
guaranteed by the allies to have the
same par value aa gold. To Insure
this guarantee each nation could de-

posit In a central bank a bond In
proportion to the value of her share.

"This would be used for holding
each nation to her promts guaran-
teeing to recognlz this currency on
a gold par value. Such a bond could
be financed in each participating
country by a bank loan or a bond Is-

sue. Should a nation attempt to dis-
count this currency she would for-
feit her bond.

debt, without any disadvantage to
the allied countries."
