The result, he ssld, "will be of
the greateet benefit to the American
people, tor It will bring to an end
an era of lawlessness, and contempt
tor law and profitable violation of
the law which Is without parallel la
the history of any modern nation."

"Plainly th Hoover straddle plank
la doomed to the fate w.blch It In-

vites and deserves," said Dr. Butler.
"The prohibition plank adopted by

the Democratic convention Is definite
and direct. Of It five paragraph
the first three are In effect Identical
with declaration contained in th
minority report of the commute' os
resolutions at the Republican con-
vention, which waa defeated by th
most vigorous efforts of the admin-
istration and Ita office holders on th
