Oregon Indians'

Condition Today
Written by Mrs. R. C. Van Valiah

and read before Crater Lake Chap-

ter D. A. R. ,

(Note Since thla article waa writ
ten there have been before congreas
several bills relating to Indian af
fairs in Oregon, which when passed
and put into effect will change many
of the conditions mentioned).

CHAPTER IX.
Four yeara ago waa In the Eman

uel hospital in Portland. My nurse
was a Klamath Indian girl who had
graduated from Chemawa and waa

training to be a nurse. She told me
she planned to specialize In the care
of tuberculosis and go back to her
people to help fight tuberculosis
among them. She waa neat, as alert
and efficient as any American girl
In training. There was a tenseness
about her that told of the strain and
lntenseness of her life. She la not
an exception among the Indiana, but
one of many who la fitting Into our
mode of life and becoming one of us.

Judge A. L. Leavltt of Klamath
Falls says that he regarda th Klam-

ath Indiana aa a competent race,
that they have developed a good
deal of business ability and are aa
well qualified to handle their prop-

erty aa th average white man.
Tills being so, why doea the Indian

not do it? The answer la found in
the way he haa been managed by the
Indian bureau and Its agents. He
haa been lied to and cheated and
exploited and la the excuse for huge
appropriations from congress which
are used to maintain an expenalve
army of civil service men for which
there Is no excuse.

In Klamath the per capital wealth
of the Indiana rangea around (500.
This la paid In two Installments of

250 each. In 1930 the expense of
the entire supervision of Klamath
Agency business waa 9213 for every
man, woman and child In the tribe,
and the per capita payments were
paid from capital and not Income.
What would your reaction be toward
a government that taxed you ap-
proximately 30 per cent of your in
come tc maintain itself and when
that Income ta 9600 or lesa what
standard of living could you main- -
tain?

The Klamath's Income haa not
been from the aale of Ponderoaa pine.
Eighteen mills have beeg eating Into
the reservation forests. Col. Ahem
In testifying beforo the senate in-

vestigating com ml tee stated: "In the
face of the coming world's softwood
shortage, you are getting rid of the
Indians' timber aa fast aa possible.
It la perfectly absurd to do anything
of the kind.

The Indians object to selling their
timber. If they are willing to starve
or go hungry because they cannot
get thla money, It la their lookout.
They are pretty wise. I will take
their Judgment every time. Ten or
fifteen yeara from now their timber
Is going to be worth mora and every
year from that time on It la going
to bring them a handsome profit
If they have anything left. If you
let the companies go In there now
and destroy It they will hava noth-
ing left but a devastated country."

Mr. Wade Crawford, a Klamath
Indian, makes thla statement con-

cerning Klamath reservation: "I want
to make a brief statement to give
a clear picture of our reservation.
We have a reservation oO miles long
and 40 miles wide, consisting of
1,110,000 acres of land of which area
800,000 acres Is timber land. There
are approximately 7.000 white people
on the reservation and 1,000 Indians.
Therefore It la not more an Indian
reservation; it Is really a white man'a
reservation. There ta valuable yellow
pine timber there and we have IB

companies operating on the reserva-
tion."

The XVIII amendment reads as

follows:
"The manufacture, aale or trans-

portation of Intoxicating liquors
within the Importation thereof into,
or the exportation thereof from the
United States for beverage purposes
Is hereby prohibited.

Repeal could only be affected by
amending the constitution provided
by Article V as follows:

"The congress whenever two thirds
of both houses shall deem It neces-

sary, shall propose amendments to
the constitution or on the appli-
cation of the legislatures of two
thirds of the several states, shall
call a convention for proposing
amendments, whleh In either case
shall be valid to all Intents and
purposes, as part of the Constitution
when ratified by the legislatures of
three fourths of the states, or by
