MAGDEBURG, Germany—(AP)—A
milllon German ex-service men tired
of party political strife have declded
to devota their energlea to getting
the fatherland’s unemplosed youth
off the streeta and into productive
Iabor, says Frang Seldte, chief of the
Steel Helmet.
