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Ring Down the Curtain

AN‘D now F. A, Bates, stormy petrel of the Foots Creek min-
ing district, has decided he would rather leave the county
than face the charge pending sgainst him in court, Perhaps
the decision has been influenced by his stage manager, L. A.
Banka.

Bargaining by M, O, Wilkins, Bates’ attorney, for dismissal
of the case, would be laughable were it not for underlying facts
and motives, and the cxpense already caused the taxpayers of
the county,

Last spring, a charge against Bates was dismissed in the
justice court at Gold Hill upon request of his attorneys and
relatives, with the understanding that the aceused would leave
the county and refrain from creating further turmoil in the
Toots Creek region where his neighbors olaimed he had accused
them of everything from sluice hox robbery to dam dynamiting,
varying his activities by writing a series of threatening lettors.

Bates' proclivity for trouble-making gained new impetus
