"It ia time to declare emphatically
that looseness cannot express rellgious
sentiment and that carieature !s not
worthy of sacred picturizations,’ said
Count Ciuseppe de 1a Tarre, editor of
the Osservators Romano, In summing
up the church's attitude.

“The search for the new, original
and hiearre algnifies a Iack of com-
prehension of that which Is and can
be nothing other than traditional’”

Calls Tdea Blasphemous.

He termed the new arg tendency
& return to the "barbaritles™ of the
late middle ages, and In It appll-
ention to religious subjocta he sald
it wna blasphemy.

“It s tima to call for a atop to
this  audacity,” he ndded. *“These
modernlstie and futuristic splurges
are an fnsaane anachronism in the
midst of that which Ia eternal,

"Who so wishes may grant to ordi-
nary art the right to keep pace with
changes {n material life, but such
changes ¢annot’ applr to that art
which regards religlon.”

Painting oui that sacred art must
remaln frue {n expression of the
Hturgy, he sald it is regulated by aet
lnws and forms. A saint therefore,
he sald, must not be "vulgarized” and
a church must not be pletured to re-
sembls A dance-hall,

Wide Fleld Open.

The vast number of subjects to
choose from and the episodes In the
histore of tha faith that can be plc-
tured give artists an almost uniimited
field for innovation withott depart-
ing from the true form of expression,
he concluded.
