Tie material known locally In the

Slate of Utah as "Salt Grass Pack-
ing" shall be admitted Into the Stat
of Oregon, provided that each ship-
ment of salt gr:iss packing Is accom-
panied by an official certificate slgu-e- d

by the Stale Inspection Office of
the state in which shipments orig-
inated, setting forth that ail of the
following requirements have been
compiled with, That the ma-
terial lit the shipment was cut be-
tween the dates of October 1st and
April 1st; that the raking, shocking,
stacking, baling or shipping of this
material was not allowed until the
maximum dally temperature of the
season had fallen below sixty degrees
Fshrenhelt, and that none of the ma-
terial In the shipment hsd been held
In the field from one season to an-
other. All shipments of salt grass
packing from the state In which ship-
ments originated, not accompanied
by certificates a herein provided for.

"Southern Oregon la practically cer-

tain to be without a single state
school of higher education It the
school moving bill, generally known
aa the measure, la

approved at the November 6 election,"
according to G. M. ureen, chairman
of the Save S. O. N. 8. association of
Ashland.

"Tha normal at Ashland la progress-
ing satisfactorily, with an enrollment
this year that la higher than laat year.
Thla Includes many students from
every section of southern Oregon.

"If the normal la moved to Eugene,
these students, and those In tha Mon-

mouth and La Grande arena, will be
forced to go to the teachers college
at Eugene. Thla will be more costly
and more Inconvenient to the stu-

dents, particularly In southern and
eastern Oregon. Since the minimum
cost per student at Ashland Is only
$330 per year, while the minimum
coat at Eugene and Corvallla la S374,
thla will Mnraunt Inaa nt SOaet ft.

riod a year ago. The figures for the

Price of spring chickens here la
the lowest In th country and much
the lowest along the coast. Despite
this there la very little demand nd
the movement la restricted. Htna
are In favor.
