urer's Report On Income

Tax New Source Needed

WASHINGTON. Dec. 8. (API-H- ow

the Income of (he nation'! tax.
payera fadsd away In 19S0 and 1031,
swiftly wiping out the government's
ohlei source of revenue and making1
new taxes mandatory waa explained
to congress today In the annual re.
port of Secretary Mills.

The secretary gave statistics ahow.
Ing that the class of taxpayers who
produced ninety-seve- n per cent of
the Income tax had sharply dimin-
ished. The class Is that with

of ten thousand dollars" or
above. In 1938 there were 18.780
taxpeyere who had Incomes of a
hundred thousand dollara or more,
while In 1930 there were 8,193 and
ln 1931 this had dropped to 8.143.

Few In $100,000 Claaa
The number of taxpayers ln 1931

having Incomes of 85.000 or more
decreased 37.1 per cent from 1930.
The taxes dropped 49 4 per cent, with
398,130 persona paying 9333,933.000.
The greatest drop waa In the 8100,.
000 or more class, which yielded
8107.898.000 aa compared with 9337,.
710.000 the year previous.

T.he secretary said the net Income
of persona reporting 98,000 or more
had dropped from 816.399.000.000 In
1938 to a 10. 109 ,000.000 ln 1930 and
to 88.489.000.000 In 1931. Income
from the sales of real estate stock
etc.. dropped from 1,843,000,000 In
1938 to 9550,000.000 in 1930 and to

188.000.000 In 1931 while losses da.
ducted Increased from 170.000,000 In
1938 to 978.000,000 In 1930 and to
989,000,000 In 1931.

Salaries Decline
Income from salaries and commis-

sions dropped from 4.7OO.OO0,0O0 ln
1938 to 84,159,000,000 ln 1930 and
to 3. 154.000.000 in 1030. Dlvldenda
decreased from 3,939,000,000 In 1938
to 8,833,000.000 In 1980 and 3,

FISH AND GAME

. PROVIDE SPORT

PORTLAND, Dec. 8. UP More
and larger game fish and more up-
land game birds were stocked In Ore
gon the past year than ever before
In the history of game conservation
in Oregon, according to a report of
the state game commission today.

Other substantial progress ln game
management was accomplished as a
result of the first year's operation of
the wild life program, despite
a serious decrease in the revenues of
the game department.

Fishing was better In lakes and
streams following the liberation of
33.668.000 game fish and the salvag
ing or more than five million sptney-
rayed fish from the sloughs of the
Columbia and Willamette.

More than 30,000 upland hunting
birds were released ln the fields.

During the year expenditures of the
commission amounted to $400,000. To
this sum was added the oontribu
tions of governmental cooperative
agencies, making a grand total of
about one million dollars.
