Peter Zimmerman announced today
he would offer for Introduction In
the senate a bill to carry Into effect
the provisions of the constitutional
amendment approved by a vote of
the people last November for hydro-
electric power development by the
states.

The bill of more than 20 closely
typewritten pages adopts the

Ontario plan of development
almost In Its entirety. It was expected
to be dropped Into the hopper during
the day.

It creates a commission of three
elective members to be known as the
state hydro-electr- commission, fixes
their salaries at $10 per day for each
day devoted to the business of the
commission, and authorizes the com-
mission to set up such administrative
machinery and organization aa may
be necessary to the administration of
the act. The executive head of the
organization would be a chief engi-
neer drawing a salary of not to ex-

ceed 810 a day and necessary ex-

penses '
The commissioners would be elect-

ed for terms of six years each, with
the first three elected serving terms
of two, four and six years respectively
In relation to the size of the vote by
which they were elected. There would
be no primary nominating elections
for the commlsslonershlps. . Aspirants
to become candidates would simply
file their petitions signed by 100

qualified voters.

ney from Hanoi to Rangoon, where he
will take ft plane to India, then across
Persia to Athens and on to Oermany
to Join Mrs. Marshall for the home-

ward Journey.
