To make It
prafitable growers must obtain not
only working oapltal and mnarkets for
their frult, but ale mist reduie the
exiating coat= of producing the frutt.
If production costa can be reduoced,
profita can be obtained at market
pricea hitherto unprofitable. The
world over, manufaciurers atrive o
reduce production costa, to enable
tham to meet the prices of compéti-
tora and atill make a profit. Similar-
1y, the poar growers of thia vallay
are faced with the problam of cutting

Sleally fixed (except for thinning and
harvesting coata) Medford pear Erow-
ers ohn reduce thelr cost of produc-
tion per box If they can increnss thelr
yield per acre.

Our recent experimental work !a
showing that the proper use of irri-
gatlon oan greatly Increase the Yiald
per nore.

Ylold enn be inecreassd in two ways:
{1) Incremslng ales of frult, and (1)
Increaslng the number of frults per
tree. Our oxperimental work haa al-
ready shown that Irrigation can be
used to Incroase the sles of the fruls.
During the past summer, while Mr.
Work wnas atudying the effect of dll-
forent Irrigation treatmenta upon
avallable soll molsture, T obtalned
recordh of frult growth, From 48 W
00 frulta per plot were measured at
somi-weckly or weekly Intervals from
May untll harvest, Spring rains
maintained the soll molsture falrly
high until early June, but after the
middle of June, when distinet diffe:-
ences In soll molsture appoared In
the different plota, differences in
