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RED CROSS TAKES
WHEAT, COTTON ON
RELIEF PROGRAN

WASHINGTON, March 21.—(AP)—
Henry Morgenthau, Jr., farm board
chalrman, announced todsy that the
Rad Cross hes sgresd to take over
the balance of stabliization relief
wheat held by the board by August
1, and the balance of stabilization
cotton by October 31.

Congress made avatlable for rellef
purposes a total of 85,000,000 bushels
of stabllization wheat and B44,000
hales of stahlllzation cotton of which
a large amount still remains unde-
Hyered.

Of the cotton, 205,580 balea have
besn delivered and aof the wheat,
0,018,510 bushels have been turned
over to the rellef agency.

The Red Crosa has made arrange-
ments for the disposal of 10,118,871
bushels of wheat and expects to com=
pleta armng nta for 4l 1 of
the rest well before August 1.

Morgenthau, who completed the
arrangament with John Barton Payne
chairman of the Red Oross, Indicated
that the transfer would make it pos-
sible for the grain stabllization cor=
poration to reduce ita Chicago office
to a akeleton organization “within &
ahort time."
