It was income tax dodging that finally placed Al Capone
where he belonged, behind the bars. We admit, it is a far ery
from Capone to Mitchell.

BANKS FOLLOWERS
LAID KIDNAP PLOT
FOR 0. OFFICIALS

(Couuinued from Page One)

posed by ® woman present that
Banka be given dictatorial powers, He
nimael! opposed this, but mgreed to
act in an “advisory capaclty.”

The suthorities say they now know
the place where the kidanpped of-
fictals were to be held, and that their
replgnations were to be the ransom
The evidence collected will
probably be n onuse for grand jury
probing, The names of thoss In-
volved are Known.

About the time the kidnaping plot
waa hatehing, & demonstration waa
held at the courthouse, st which
Banks and E. H. Fehl were the main
speakers, and demands wore made
for the ignation of G
R. BE. Nealon, District Attorney Cod-
ding, and Clreult Judge Norton. It
was at this demonstration, that
Banks told hls hearers, as he scream-
od with rage: “"George Codding muat
be put out of office, and T don't care
how you do it

After thin session, Banks stood at
the exit door of the county court
room and shook hands,  The same
day petitions were signed demanding
the reslgnationa.

In his writings also about thia
time, Banks eited the kidnaping then
prominent In the national news, as
proof of the “brenkdown of law and
order,” and deplored them, while
concocting a similnr outrage.

Authorities nlso regard it aa aignifl-
cant, that in the socond speech
Banks made at the “Cood Covern-
ment Congreas” meeting, the night
that the ballota were atolen, he took
his fountaln pen, and placed n match
In the cllp, improvising a cross. He
declarsd that one of his followers
arrested on a gun charge waa belng
“crucified by the gang! Banks
dwelt at some length on the “signifl-
cance” of the crude lnalgnia, Offic-
lals think that the pen signified the
“write-In" names in the aheorifi's race
ond that the match signifled thoss
“in the know', that the destruection
of the ballots wak underwny¥. The
Yerosn" was greeted voclferously by
nome present, while the majority sat
surprired., To the 100 or more on-
lookers through the window, It was
“another one of those thinga"

When Banks had finished, B, L.
Malkemus made & flery talk, and
Rev. O, R, Kring rend n poom of hia
own conatruction. Both are held In
the county Jall on criminal syndical-
lorm charges, Malkemus posed as an
ordalned minister, ring Is u leader
of a spiritunlistio group.
