PEAR SCAB SPRAY

IS ADVISABLE NOW

The flrat application of sprays for
the control of pear scab Is now due,
states county Agent Wilcox, In his
reeommendattons to fruit growers.

Liquid lime sulfur, three gallons
to the 100 gallons of water, should be
appl'ed as the Individual flower buds
are separating In the cluster, thus
permitting the spray to penetrate In
and round the tender stems and
leaves. Buds are advsnclng v.
raplc.ly and growers who plan on
cleanup of acsto Infection, should not
delav this spray much longer.

A second application of a weaker
solution, two and one-ha- lf gallons
of .liquid lime sudfur to the 100 gel- -
Ions of water, will bs necessary when
about 88 per cent ot the flower pet-

als have fallen.
Last season many pear crops were

severely damaged because of this dis-

ease and it damp, cool weather Is
experienced this year the loss will be
much greater.
