PITTSBURG, Aprll 27—(AP)—The

“We are in a transition stage that
promises substantial progress townard
International underatanding and set-
tloment of major questions hearing
upon the world economlic situation”
he declared.

Can Meet Competition.

“Our manufacturers have nnt loat
thelr skill, or thelr capacity to pro-
duge on a competitive cost baals. With
the revival of buying abroad, our ex-
porta of finlshed manufacturers will
agnin be in demapd and constitute
n chiof item of our export teade. * * *

As ‘“father” of the conventlon,
which he helped found while presi-
dent of the United States Bleel cor-
poratlon. Mr. Farrell's annual speech,
gathered with much care and revised
to conform with kaleldoscople events
of the past week, was the highlight
of the opening of the threa-day con-
ventlon.

Burope Partly Blamed.

Furroll lald much of America's trade
plight to fnilure of Great Britain
and othsr European countries "to
adapt mechanica of induatry to the
new industrial order,” and to “adop-
tion of wvarloua artificial devices for
resuscitation of thelr commerce.”

"These devicea have proved to be
mecondary exclting causea that now
conatitute the chief problems with|
which s world economle conference
has to deal in an effort to harmon-
ire nntional pollcies,” he said,

Yyjeloua eircle created by depreciated
currencies, oxchange controls, em-
bargoes on importa, quotas and other
fantastic schemes which operate In
restralnt of International trade.

Tarlit Not Main Issue,

Farrell contended that tariff is not
a mnjor lasye today. clting that Eng-
land In reversal of her fiscal policy.
with protective tariffs now averaging
83 1-3 per cent, “has not solved this
problem.*

“Ara wo not justified, therefore, in
elaiming that the tariff law of the
United Btates 1s not a major lssue
in disqussion of the causes of world
trade atagnation?” he aaked.
