He preceded this prediction with
an analysis of conditions fn the lum-
ber industry thiat was so clear and
convinelng as to lend added welght
to hifl hopetul views of the futire
An attempt will be made here to re-
produce, briefly, his analyais,

ETS get at, I_:-r::_whal han caussd
the trouble of the past few years,
Consumption of lumber, Mr, Lamm
gnld, reached a peak of 48 blllion
feet about 15 years ago, From thia
point, due largely to Increasing use
of substitutes. It declined by 1939
to 35 billlon fest. Authorities eati-
mated At that time that it would
stabllize at nbott 20 billlon feet.
Capacity of the sawmills of the
United States is about FORTY-FIVE
