They wouldn't go inte thslr busl-
nesa that way, but hecauss golf i
play, they fall to apply the simplest
and most obvious fundamentals re-
qulred to give them the most enjoy-
ment out of it

The §ix Essentials.

I would 1iat the essentinl thinga for
the average plaver during the first
few weaks as [ollows:

1. Before starting out at aifl, hu-l
the pro look over your mim‘: deteit
faults you don't suspect ind glve you
the proper advice |

2. Protect your handas agninat hlin-,
tering by taking things easily, unless
you have beon [fore-warned enough
to have practiced swinging something
heavy or using hand exercises.

3, Inspect your cluba closely, for
repairing or conditloning. It may
JAVE YOu money Iater

4. After you have played & few
weeks, If you are still alicing or hook-
Ing when you don't want to, flubhing
those Important piteh shota or putt-

ing poorly, have the pro take another
good look nt your game.

8. Pay specinl attentlon ty your
grip and atance; these are the most
important factors in any golfer's per-
formanse, The left hand must be
aver far enough so that you can see
all four knucklies. Remember that
