The industry recovery act was held
by Ganeral Manager Owen to be “the
maln. factor In the resumptiom of
operations, along with a brighter lum-
ber market. He anld &1l the lumber-
¥ards In the enst wera depleted of
stook, and that thres years' construcs
tion jdleness had improved the da-
mand.

“Everybody wanta to buy lumber,
and nobody has any,” was Manager
Owen's description of the Iumber
situntion, He sald the price waa ris-
ing. and many cosst mills have re-
numed.
