(SpV) In the
distribution of the 19,100.000 federal
highway public works fund, by the be
state highway commission and bureau

fared exceedingly well. The largest
single unit allocated In the entire
state was the (300.000 for the Nell
creek-Wa- ll creek section of the Pa-

cific highway, beginning Just outalde
Ashland and proceeding up the

mountains about 3 miles. Thla 1, only

pected to follow in aucceedlng years

The 19.100.000 was divided Into

these parte 93,058.000 for major high'
ways. 91.310,809 for secondary high-
ways including bridges and 91.738.000

The state Is also divided Into 4 dls.

No. 1 all of western Oregon
north of Eugene, No. 3 all western
Oregon south of Eugene and west o!

Of the total of 98,11)0.000 for roads
district No. 3, this district, received

little over 30 per cent or 91.300.000.

Taking the 39 per cent of the 91.300.- -

ceived 40 per cent of the total for
federal aid highway,.
