Ha served elght yesrs as dlstrict
attarney, In addition to elght years
of private practice, and was clected
to the clreult court bench June 1,
1808, perving the courts In Lane,
Benton, Lincoly, Douglas, Cooa and
Curry counties at a time when It was |
necessary throtighout the greater
part of the year to travel on horse-
back in all kinds of weather to reach
the courts of the distriet,
