Ralp"j W. Cheney of University of
California, will reach Eugene th
morning of Aug. 13 and will travel
to Bend across th McKeruUe lava
fields where glaclatlon and th

superstructure of the Cascade
range will be examined.

From central Oregon th scientist
will be tsken to the newly discovered
fossil leaf locality on West Branch
creek near Mitchell where th rem
nants of a mighty forest which
flourished tn that distant epoch
known a the eocene, will be atudled.
wnue in tne Mitchell area, the ee--
ologists will be taken through th
region ono swept by mesolaolo sess,
and later blanketed by Columbia
lavas. Marine, mammal and flora,
fossiu are found In this district.

ised to loan up to 63.300,000,000 to
farmer at th lsst session of cong-
ress.

day th campaign will be employedto expedite th mortgage' refinancing;
program and to supplement plena al-

ready under way In flv states for
buylnii'up farm mortgage held by
elosed and restricted bank to aid
In their llqldatlon.
