We scaled that mountaln (that I
mentiuned some time kgo)  Again
ymsterday. This time in the capacity
of guldes The underbrush s s0
thick that no trail is possible, so we
took ouT dir fons from the sun and
had jittle troubls. By the tima we
gob to the top we were all tired, and
lald ourselves down on the green-
pward to thke a blow. We hadn't
been there long when we heard n
nenvy crashing in the brush, and
assiimieg that other mountain-scalers
were at work. We did not go long
undecrived, howaver.

The crashing grew louder, coming
our wsy and Gordon Greer. the four-
teen year old pest that I've mention-
ed befote, ot Up to weltome them
with loud vofte.
