First, elioose a young bird. wah
It thoroughly after the preliminary
cleansing, then stuff It sparingly s
that th dressing will have space to
expand and win not be oggy and
underdone. Now It I ready to new
up loosely and grease well and sea-
son iigfttly. Press Into shape, trust
and place on the rack In your roast-
ing pan. breast down. If you wish,
thl fowl may be set In a cola oven,
the heat aet to maintain 376 degree
and 80 minute allowed for each
pound of meat. Or, you may ar
the fowl for about 30 mlnutea at
500 degrees, then lower the heat con.
trol bo a to maintain 375 degree
and bake 98 minute per pound et
meat. Just before removing from
the oven, the bird may be turned
over and browned slightly more on
t.he breast if a deep color I desired.
Basting I unnecessary, of course, In
the electrio range, but In ovena
where this la part of th roasting
process, open the door a seldom aa
possible, sine It alwaya alow up
the cooking.
