STAY IN PRISON

SALEM. Jan. 6 (Special) Denial
by the state supreme court recently
of a certificate of probable cause was!
received "as a severe shock" by L. A.j
Banks, former Medford editor, now
serving a life sentence for murder,
friends said today.

Banks haa expressed hopes for many
weeks that the certificate would be
granted, thus pormitttng him to be:
transferred from the penitentiary here
to the Lane county Jail at Eugene.

Refusal of the certificate by the1
high court ended hopes of a transfpr
but did not close his appeal to the
court. Justices said. They explained
that Banks appenl Is still pending
before the supreme court. Denial of
the certificate simply made the lower
court's order of incarceration bind-

ing.
Banks, a highly nervous and tem-

peramental man. Is working in the
laundry at the penitentiary. He o
cuplea a single cell. Much of his 4 line
la spent reading, writing and planning
for the fuuire. Penitentiary officials
describe him as "a good prisoner."

He was convicted of fatally shoot-
ing George Prescott. constable, when
the latter attempted to arrest him at
Medford last March.
