stratosphere ascents to the highest
point to which It u practicable lor a
balloon to lift a man, will be made
In the United States during the com-

ing summer, in the hope of clearing
up problems of the upper air thit
are sti.l puzzling to science. It was
announced by the National Ceo
graphic society and the U. S. Army
air corps, sponsors of the project
The balloon, with a capacity of three
million cubic feet, will be the largest
ever constructed. It Is estimated

' that It will rise to a height of more
than IS miles above sea level.

Capt. Stevens Observer.
The first ascent will be made In

June by Captain Albert W. Stevens,
noted aerial observer and photog
rapher of the Army air corps, who
conceived the project, and Major Wil
liam Kepner, balloon expert of the
Army air corps. If this flight Is suc-

cessful, the same balloonlsts will
make a second ascent In September,
In order to check observations un-

der similar conditions.
The flights will be known as the

"National Geographic Society -- Army
Air Corps Stratosphere Flights." To
advise in regard to the scientific plans
and equipment, and to direct studies
of the data collected, Dr. Gilbert
Grosvenor, president of the National
Geographic society, has formed m

committee of outstanding American
scientists.

The huge balloon to be used in
the ascents will have a gas capacity
five times that of the bag In which
Commander Settle established his
ll4-ml- le record last November; and
nearly 3 times that of the Soviet
balloon which in September rose more
than 12 miles above the earth.

The exact point at which the bal-

loon will take to the air has not been
selected, but It will probably be to
the northern great plains region. Such
a choice, It Is pointed out, will give
ample room for drift to the north-
east, east or southeast and a landing
In open country, so that the bag can
be salvaged.

Reek Record for Weather Studies;
The completed plans for the flights

ore due to the efforts of Captain
Stevens, who has gathered data dur-
ing the past 11 months directed to-

ward the use In stratosphere flights
of the largest balloon which it Is

practicable to construct, and an as-

cent to the highest point to which
it la believed possible for man to rise
la a gas bag, with hope of a s&fe

landing. The mere attainment of al-

titude, however. Is not a primary ob-

ject of the ascents. It ts desired to
reach the greatest attainable height
above the earth In order that conai-tlo-

there can be observed.

Captain Stevens has penetrated the
lower levels of the stratosphere by
airplane on numerous occasions, and
also has served as observer on a num.
ber of army balloon ascensions. Dur-

ing his high altitude flying he has
collected much scientific data. In a

flight over Dayton, Ohio, in October,
1928. he reached an altitude of 39,-1-

feet and obtained the only com-

plete record of thermometer readings
ever made in America, showing on
the same day the "temperature gradi-
ent" in the region of the earth to the
stratosphere. Other such records of

temperatures, from the earth to an
altitude of approximately 80,000 feet.
Is one of the objectives or ine
ascents. Such data will be extreme- -

ly valuable In "weather studies.
Air to Be Brought to Earth.

Another project of importance mhl
be the trapping of samples of atratO'
sphere air at several levels. These
specimens will be analyzed and studied
later in physical end chemical labor-

atories.

The preliminary "agenda" for sci-

entific data to be collected during
the ascents, contains 14 other Items,
varying from high level photography
and the ascertainment of the elec-

trical condition of the air at vari-

ous levels, to cosmic ray studies and
efforts to determine ozone concen-
tration. The mysterious ozone layer
of the upper air, which some scient-
ists
