This
tractor is not a new thing as there
has been In other localities tractors
of this dlscrlptton for some two or
three years.

The outstanding feature of this
tractor Is that It uses no sparkplugs
or carburetor, depending on the com-
pression of the cylinder to explode
the fuel which Is of a low gradenature similar to the oil that Is burn,
ed In heating furnaces.
