At this season of the year when
the temperature changes come
so fast that they keep the motor-
int guessing, the modern venti-
lating systerns on the new carn
are proving more than a match
for the weather, On the new
Terraplanes and Hudsons there
is an unusually complete provis
sion for controlling the air with-
in the ear.

In the rear compirtment of
Terraplane and Hudson sedans
cleveruse is made of thevacuum
which exists on the outside of
the body to provide an exhaust
system for the used air by
simply operating the regulator,
which slides the window hori-
rontally.

Front compartment ventilation
is taken care of by a two-piece
window which pertnits the front

piece to act either as & wind
scoop or a ventilator while the
rear section of the window can
be raised and lowered in the
usual manner since itis entirely
Independent of the front section,

The front section can be raised
and lowered also by its own
regulator erank and when it is
Iully raised a further turn of the
crank swings it out as a wind
deflector, A still further turn
brings it into position to scoop
in the air and if that is not
enough the windshield can be
opened to any one of three posi-
tionsallowing a regulated breeze
to sweep into the ear over the
cowl, To cool the lower part of
the front compartment there is
n large cowl ventilator, much
larger even than those fitted
o1 Terraplanes and Hudsons
last year,
