scientists, who for ten years have
been responsible for the preservation
of Lenin's body, are hopeful that the
embalming methods they emplloy will
be effective Indefinitely.

The body, which lies In a glass
enclosed catafalque In a great granite
tomb In Red square, recently was ex-

amined by a special commission of
scientists and pronounced in perfect
condition,

"We had to use unprecedented
methods In the performance of. our
task." said a statement from Profes-
sors V. P. Voroblev and B. I. Zbar-sk-

the biologists who regutarly at-

tend the body. "Embalmed Egyptian
bodies turned dark and became mum-

mified, but Lenin's body has remained
intact, kept Its natural color and even
the facial expression has not
changed."

Without revealing the secret of their
process, the two men who recently
were awarded the Order of Lenin for
their work, predicted that the body
will last "many tens of years" longer.
Lenin died January 21, 1924.
