The Darrow Report

LARENCE DARROW condemns the N.R.A. while General
Johnson and Donald R, Richberg, director and general
counsel of the N.R.A. condemn Clarence Darrow,

The fat is in the fire. With this report, the national recov-
ary review board, of which Mr. Darrow has been chairman, will
pass out of the pieture, and with it Mr. Darrow—as far as his
officinl connection with the Roosevelt administration is con-
cerned.

But while the song is ended, the discord will linger on.
Through the summer and until the fall elections, the people of
this country will hear a great deal more of the famous (or
infamous) Darrow report. It will place the administration on
the defensive, and from it the Republicans will draw political
ammunition for their anti-Roosevelt harrage,

Not that the Republicans will agree with the recommenda-
tions of the Darrow board. .Far from it. Darrow maintains
N.R.A. fosters monopoly and oppresses the ‘‘little fellow''; and
he racommends *‘socialized and collective ownership and control
of industry, followed by & plenned use of America’s resources.”’

This lsn't the G.O.P, idea. Darrow econdemns N.R.A, not
because it goes too far to the left, but because it doesn't go far
enough. He represents the radical view. Republican opposition
comes from the other side of the fonce entirely, opposing N.R.A.
enoughs the latter because it goea too far.

But both oppose this elewment of the New Deal. As a result,
though not in agreement, they will b united in opposition, and
thus the administration will be subjected to a withering cross
fire,

Politically it is the most severs blow, President Roosevelt
has teceived since his inaugiration over s year ago.

Strange Bed Fellows

ES, politics makes strange bed fellows. Here we have the
radi®als of the country, joined with the ultra-conseryatives,
in opposition to the New Deal, but for reasons diametrically
opposed. The former because the proposition doesn't go far
encough; the latter because it goes too far.
General Johnson was quick to seize upon this !noonmtanuy,
and take advantage of the political opportunity afforded.
Said he:

of ita Y verbisge the Darrow report meana
that the cholce of the A k peopls s and
Communism, neither of which cair be espoussd by lnrm who.
believes In our democratie Institutions of selt govermment; nor
can any publie official who has taken an osath to defend the
constitution of the Unlted Statea adopt or officlally advocste
such & program.’

Quite true, As the Mail Tribune has maintained many times,
if the Roosevelt program fails, there are only two alternatives,
Fascism or Communism,

Mr. Darrow believes it has failed, Messrs, Johnson and
Richberg naturally helieve it has not. There the issne is closed.

Who is right? Tt will take a wiser prophet than this paper
affords, to say.

But wa agree with Johnson and Richberg to this extent, We
DON'T BELIEVE the time has come to declare that the New
Deal has failed and something radically different must be tried.
‘We believa the experiment needs a further test and more time.

And one reason for thia belief is what we know of Clarence
Darrow.

Has the New Deal Failed?

LARENCE DARROW is an old man,—oynical, tired and dis-
illusioned. He hag been a fighter for the underdog all his
life, and his convietion thers is something incurably rotten in
Denmark, has been top firmly crystalized, these many years, to
be readjusted now. He has a great mind, but it has never been
o judioinl one, He is now, and always has been a violent and
uncompromising partisan, convineed of the stigma of original
and inourable sin, as far as Big Business is concerned.
His underlying social and cconomic philosophy is well ex-
pressad in the I‘ulLowing excerpt from his report :

“Falr empcutsea fa merely a resounding wnd llwsery
P All compe 1s savage, wolflsh and relentless and
can be nothing slse. One may as well dronm of making war
Indjlike, ma of making competition fair,"

+ This paper doesn’t believe that. And of conrse we know the
Roosevelt administration doesn’t believe it. For if that is true,
then nothing can save this country but the destrnotion of com.
petition, which would mean EVENTUALLY socialized owner-
ahip and control of ALL industry—iie. socialism, communism, or
whatever ona wishes to term the overthrow of the enpitalistic

syatem, -

S paper believes there is another and a better way out.

We beliove the competitive eapitalistio system ocan be re-
tained, and so controlled and regulated, that its abuses will be
eliminated ; and its obvious advantages preserved.

Only in the past year we beliove there hns been a great
change in the attitude of what is known as Big Business, We
believe in the next few years there will be an even greater
change,

Not that we expect the millenium,
sudden transformation in human nature.

But we do expect # REFORMA'TION,—a clearar conception
on the part of all the peoplo of this country, that the Old World
is gone, and that & New World is here.

And in this new world, we believe what Darrow terms sav-
age, wolfish, relentless competition, will ba replaced by a desire
for matorial well being, sublimated by a sense of real soeinl
sorvice, .

Not beeaunse we shall all become angels, but becauss we shall
nll—or a sufficient number—see that unless there is o New Deal
~—and a REAL ONH-—what we have come to know as civilization
in doomed,

In other words the compelling foree behind this peaceful
révolution will be self interest—Dbut it will at last be an EN-
