late first brood codling moth worms
1a deemed advisable on all apple
and Is so recommended by L. O.
Oentner, entomologist of the South
ern Oregon Experiment Station and
L. P. Wilcox, county agent. Appli-
cation to be completed by June 9.

Unsettled weather conditions ' have
reeulted In a prolonged flight of
first brood moths which means an
emergence of young worms In fairly
large numbers during the next ten
daya or two weeks. In order to pro
tect the apple orop from these strag
glers a spray Is now necessary. It
Istjthe opinion of the experiment sta-

tion entomologist that all pear var
ieties may safely go until the sec
ond brood flight starta, which will
be approximately three weeks. There-
fore, spraying of pears at thla time
Is unnecessary.

Use three pounds of powdered
arsenate of lead to the one hundred
gallons of water.
