Economlic Issucs

The [ssues seem to be largely eca-
nomie. No question of professional
ablllty within the clinle has been |
ratsed.

The medical  rssoclation recently
expelled the clinic’s physicians on
the ground that the clinie had sal=
fcited pntlents and had sanctioned
complimentary srticles In houss or-
gans published by groups subscrib-
ing tb the clinle, tha Iatter coming
under the professionally unsthical
head of “advertising.’* Drs, Ross and
Loos deny the charges categorically

The clinic has at present some
15,000 “contract patients'’ many of
whom also contract for the care of
thelr dependents. The complete roa-
tar. of patients |5 cstimated at 30
000 to 45,000, It has grown to its
present proportions from An experl-
ment Isunched in 1629, Fifty-five all-
time nand part-time physicians are
employed, and a2 many more nurees,
arderlies and clerical attendants.

The foundars are Dr. Loos, a sur-
geon who retired just prior to 1029,
and Dr. Armnold E. Roas of Canada,
fellow of the Royal College of Sur-
geona of London and of Edinburgh
and of the American College of 8ur-
geons

The Plan

The clinle will nccept groups of
from ten persons up, When a group
is signed, all members nre entitled
to the pervice, regardless of the phys-
ienl condition of any ons member
(exceptions: dyug addiction, insnnity
wnd aleohollsm). The well pay for the
slck.

As pn expmiple of service, A woman
can get n thorough courso of pra=-
natal care; confinement lospitalisn-

tlon and delivery, post-natal anre
and instruction in the care of the
chlld at the hasie rate.

Boginning in a small bullding, the
cilnlc now occuples n modern four-
story bullding, ecrowded with' Iabora=-
tories, lbraries, operating rooms and
affices. Hospitnlization—up to three
months per patient per year—Ia of-
fered Wwithin the hasie rate.
