The government's crop outlook as
of June 1, having been announced
after trading Priday, was the moving
factor in the enrly buying rush. [t
forecnst & prospect of the smnallest
total United States whent crop In
41 wears, estimated nat 1325000,000
bushels less than needs for domestis
conmumption.

Whereas the total crop Iast year
wna 527,000,000 bushels, which was
below normal, this vear's production
wan estimated at 500,000,000, Boms
traders nsserted that the Ameriean
carryover, estimated at 250,000,000
buahels, would be reduced becauss
of the 1634 shortage.
