ROCKFORD, Illinois, June 5—Wa Amaricans love to go to
extremes. There is no fquestion about this drought business he-
ing overdone,—¢ertainly here and we imagine everywhere else.

Talked with a farmer yesterday—an old friend. He has
two farms, one near Rockford and one near Dixon. He had a
tale of woe that wounld bring tears to the eyes of a cigar store
Indian, 'His cattle had feed for only two days. His wheat and
barley were burned up. He had prayed for rain until his last
pair of overalls gave way at the knees, There had heen none
and would be none, He was through.

This morning we drove out to the farm only five miles from
Rockford. It has a creck running through it, three wells, the
cows fat and sauey were eating the green grass along the stroam,
The grain fields were dry but the grain still green, There were
pigs, chickens, turkeys, horses, two motor curs, and a granary
full of wheat and corn,

The farmer had to admit there was no stock doomed to die.
The pastures are short of grass, it is true, but with plenty of
water, thers is enough on the farm to prevent casualties. The
long and the short of it was there has been a severe drought
and the pasturage is short. If the drought continues, the stock
may hava to be turned into the grain fields and eat up what
should have heen a profitable crop. But one good rain would
change the picture overnight, It is at least a 50-50 chance there
will be such a rain,

But this farmer and no doubt many others are looking at
the hole in the doughnut and get a sort of sadistic pleasure ont
of it. They are assuming the worst is going to happen, #nd
their entire conversation is based upon that assumption. Such
a fecling is contagious and has the entire middlewest in its grip
at the present time. Of eourse the drought may develop into a
real tragedy. But if it does the final outcoms won't be half
a8 bad as the professional pessimists now proclaim. But our
guess is that when harvest time comes around next fall, thers
will be many farmers, particularly in this fertile gection of T11i-
nois, who will enjoy a better year financially than they did a
year ago, They may not produce so much hut they will get far

more money for what they do produce.
