only 480 caloriea a day from the beer.
He could gat 480 caloriea from only
1'3 pints of milk or from one-half
pint of cream, or from a moderats
| helping of pancakes with sTup or
from a nut fudge sundae, any of
which would be easler for an {ndl-
vidual with a normal ¢apacity to take
tuan a quart of fuld.

In falrnoas wo misst credit the beer
with inoreasing the appetite, in some
individuals, This stimulsation of ap-
prtite may have caused our frlend to
fake more food than he would have
taken ordinarily. and that, of colrss,
wotld bring about galn In weaight
Beer doean't have this effect in every
instagos, however. In many instances
it appenrs that the drinking of a glnss
of beer K or near medltimes rather
destrora the normal appetite so that
ieex food |s taken than the body needs
in malntain health and vigor.
