The federal housing administration
makes loans for alterations, repairs,
etc., of real property, under the na-- :

This credit may1
be applied for, if the person can re-

pay In regular Installments oxer a
period of from one to three years.

Issued by the administration, are a
number of points, explaining the
loans being made:

J. Any property owner, Individual,
partnership ot corporation with a
regular tncorrepfrom salary, commis-
sions, buslneea, w other assured
source may apply. It Is not necessary
to be a depositor In the financial In
stitution consulted.

9. Application may be mad to
any national bank, state or trust com
pany, savings bank, Industrial bank,
building and loan association, or fi-

nance company approved by the fed-
eral housing administration: or to a
contractor or building supply dealer.

S. Application may be made for
sums from $100 to $2000, depending
on the person's Income, for improve
ments on any one property, and in
connection with not more than five
properties unless approved by the fed-
eral bousing ad ministration, Wash
ington. D. C.

4. Notes may run for any number
of months from one to three years.
(Note extending from 37 months to
five years may b submitted to the
federal housing administration by fi-

nancial Institutions for special con-

sideration.)
