It might
be possible to get some practical
knowledge out of a lot of this animal
experimentation If a real physician,
a practitioner who has had some
years of experience In general prac-
tice, were assigned to collaborate In
every such experiment.

Night blindness, that Is, extraordi-
nary difficulty In seeing after twi-

light or dusk or when the day la very
dark. Is now recognized aa one of the
characteristic effects of deprivation
or large deficiency of vitamin A. Oth-
er effects of avltamlnous A diets
are xerophthalmia (dryness, ulcera-
tion and Inflammation of the eyes).
The tear glands as well as the y

glands go dry too. Immunity
to upper respiratory Infections Is Im-

paired or lost. Calculi (atones, gravel)
form In the kidneys. Sinusitis and
middle ear Infection are common.

These foods are the richest natural
sources of vitamin A: Fresh RAW

milk, butter, eggs, liver, kidneys, YEL-
LOW and GREEN foods In general,
such aa carrots, bananas, sweet po-

tato, squash, pumpictn, orange or
orange Juice, yellow corn meal, let-

tuce, spinach, watercress, turnip topi,
beet greens, onion tops, parsley, cel-

ery leaves, radish tops.
It seems that while outspoken

avltaminosis Is comparatively rare In
this country, moderate avltamlnous
states are exceedingly common but
seldom recognized, simply because
we have no specific test for these In-

complete or partial deficiency dis-
eases. We have only one way to de-

termine whether a given departure
from health or efficiency Is of avlta-
mlnous nature, and that Is the

test. That means feeding or

administering adequate rations of the
vitamin or vitamins in question and
