URGED FOR CONTROL

OF STONE FRUIT PEST

Peach, prune and apricot grower!
are advised to apply control measures
for root borers at this time, accord.
Ing to th Information Issued by
County Aaent I: P. Wilcox. The
gassing of borers by means of para.
dlchlorobenilne highly successful
If applied In the right manner within
th next ten days.

The treatment Is as follows: Level
off the ground around the tree trunk
without disturbing the subsoil, then
apply three-fourt- to on ounce of
pared Ichlorobenein crystals in
continuous circle of an Inch wide
around th tree trunk, on to two
Inches distant from the tree. A few
ahovela full of fine soil should then
be placed upon th chemical and
firmed well.

Th application of this material
to trees less than fou.' years eld may
cause Injury to th cambium layer.
and feeding roots, one-ha- ir ounce
of the chemical may be used In case
of these young trees providing the
soil containing th material be moved
away from th tree after period
of tlire weeks.

Th crystala slowly give off ft gas
that la heavier than air which set
tlers In around the tree and causes
a killing of borers within their tun
nela. For best result th soil ehould
b dry and air temperaturea to da
gree or warmer.
