life; and its construction is particularly needed now, for tha
federal money it will distribute in this section, and the added
work it will give to our unemployed.

The only valid objection to it, that taxes will be increased,
completely disappears, when the financial set-u- involved is

clearly understood.
Practically the same proposal was overwhelmingly en-

dorsed by the people nt a former election. It should pass by
equally as large, if not a larger vote, ten days hence.

P"OR many years the Portland Oregonian has been typography

ically one of the most attractive metropolitan dailies on
the coast. In contrast with most of the Seattle, San Francisco,
and Los Angeles papers, it never abandoned its established
"style," which was frankly conservative, but never stogy;
meticulously "white" but always readable and effective. It
eschewed the street sale banner, the scrambled front-pag- e

make-up- , ran its pictures on the inside and only illuminated
page 1 with the daily and neatly drawn cartoon.

But last Wednesday morning all was changed, The "silk
hat, the gold headed cane and the clean, white stock" were
thrown into the ash barrel, i'liort, smudgy, black-face- heads
replaced the stately Gothic spires, "spot" news cuts, completely
destroyed the former pleasing harmony; the cartoon was miss-
