Temperaturea were exceptionally

moderate, especially mlnlmums. The
lowest temperature registered dur-

ing the month, 30 degrees on the
38th. was the highest minimum of
record for November. Also, the mean
of dally mlnlmums exceeded the

record by 4.7 degrees. Maximum
temperatures averaged near normal
but with a high mean minimum the
monthly mean temperature of 48.8

degrees surpassed the average by 3.8

degrees. A maximum of 74 degrees
on the 5th was the highest. During
the past 34 years record extremes of

temperature for November have been
80 degrees as the highest and 13 de-

grees the lowest.
Rainy weather beginning on the

1st continued with Intermittent light
rains through the 4th; mild and
open weather prevailed from the 5th
to 11th. On the 12th rains again set
In and continued throughout the
balance of November. Light rains
were recorded on 23 days, 31 having
measurable amounts. Monthly rain-

fall totalled 3.44 Inches, exceeding
the normal by 0.96 Inches. The

greatest fall occurred on the
24th and 25th with a total of 0.49

Inches. Seasonal precipitation at the
close of November amounted to 6.23

Inches, showing an excess for the
period of 1.89 Inches.

Winds were mostly of light or mod-

erate velocities. Prevailing winds
were from the northwest. The total
movement for the month amounted
to 3.481 miles, averaging 4 8 miles
per hour. A monthly maximum ve-

locity of 30 miles per hour was reg-

istered from the southeast on the
14th.

Light or dense fogs prevailed fre-

quently In the early morning hours
and occasionally held In the valley
until late afternoon. Air traffic ex-

perienced considerable delay, at
times due to fog but more frequently
on account of stormy weather over
the airway.
