remain. This research project,
thought of as an essential element
in the effort to Improve the general
economic status of forest properties,
has been conducted by H. B. Shep-ar-

a professional forester who has
had practical Insurance experience.
The work was administered through
the Pacific Northwest Forest Experi-
ment station and the California For-

est and Range Experimental station.
The results clearly show that no

insurmountable obstacles to practic-
al forest fire Insurance exist in fact,
either from the standpoint of the
aggregate rate of loss or of technical
requirements. The region studied,
containing as It does of
the privately -- owned timber In the
country, can support - an insurance
project by itself, the report stated.

The survey pointed out that
whether fire insurance is apt to be-

come an established fact on a prac-
tical scale will depend largely on the
attitude adopted by the owners.
