submitted to a vote of the people the
adoption of a county unit plan which
now is operative In four of the state's
36 counties.

The State Orange fought the issue
from the start, and In Its stead sub-

stituted a county unit plan of its
own which differed to the extent that
It did not make the vote mandatory
but left It to a choice of the peop'.e,
and further the county unit proposal
would affect schools not In the first
class, confining the act to smaller
communities.

This bill was on the senate calendar
for first consideration today, but
Peter Zimmerman, author of the bill,
declared he would move to have It
put over to Monday.

Tne consideration of the adminis-
tration's bill, covering 40 days, started
with Its Introduction Into the house
with the recommendation by special
message of Governor Martin. The
original bill provided that the plan be
mandatory upon counties. It was
amended In the house committee to
put the bill to a vote of the people.

Following its passage by the demo-
cratic house by a large majority it
was buffeted around the senate edu-
cation committee until finally
brought out the first of this week on
a divided report, the majority opposed
to its passage. The minority report
was adopted, however, by a 17 to It 2
vote and the bill came up for final
consideration late yesterday, when
another debate preceded Its defeat.

Is starting
on his first singing tour, although
he has been a featured star In War-
ner brothers musicals for some time.
Discouraged by many of the leading
singing teachers in this country as
having "no voice," he did .not plan
on a slnjlng career until he met Don
Adolf o de la Huerta, former presi-
dent of Mexico, in Los Angeles a lit-

tle, over three years ago. Convinced
that Caruso hud the native talent of
his Illustrious father, Huerta became
interested in his voice, and the two
have studied and practiced diligently
together for the past three years.

Yesterday Caruso said, "I owe the
development of my voice entirely to
the teachings of my master, Don Hu-

erta." He asked that In Judging his
voice, if It were compared to his
father's when his father was thirty,
his own voice would fare much bet-

ter by the comparison than if his
father's voice at the height of his
career Is compared, as Is the general
rule.

Young Caruso also stated yester-

day that ho hopes to eventually be
able to sing as his father did. but
mentioned that it would take years
of work and practice. Some of this
work he expects to obtain in his tour
of the country.

An..Intercsting side light on the
young artists career Is the fact that
at an early ago an aunt Advised him
with these words: "Don't ever open
your mouth, your father would turn
over in his gravel'.
