={8pl.)—With figures from only one
founty missing, Malhour, daia pre-
pared by the bureau of munisipal
ressarch of ths University of Oregon
showe that 0377 persona applied for
old-pge pennions in Oregon during
1034 and that of this number 7077,
or 755 per coent, were granted funds,
The total expenditure for pansions
n the state, exclusive of the county
which has hot yet reported, totaled
During December the aoere
age cost fo the state was $10.84 for
rach.

These figures, and many more, om
Cregon's old-age penslon plan am
contatned fn An article 1n the January
number of the Commonwealth Re-
view, publication of the University
of Oregon. Information from the sur-
vey also shows that for 1035 the 38
eounties reported on Have budgeted
a toln] of 8000240 for penslons, or
an inerease of nearly 0 per cent over

The total number of persons spply=
Ing during 1954 in the 35 counties
Usted was 9377, of whom 3300, or
more thap one-fourth, were denled
pensions.  Multnomah  county was
muih more drastlc In denying pen-
klons than were other counties, for
out of #1100 applications 1100 were
rjected, or nearly 33 per cent. Other
countles refected 2200 out of 8177 ap-
plicants, or alightly lesa than 30 per
cent,

Although denying a greater proe
portion of thoss applying for pen-
sloos, the Multnomah oounty  cost
was greater per person for the month
figured, December, It was shown. The
2100 penaloners cost the county an
avorage of 812.04 each for the month,
whils i the otner 34 countles the
avernge cost of 4077 was 80.81,

In round numbers, ane out of every
85 men and one out of avery 250 wo-
man in the atate applisd for old-age
penslons during the year. the survey
shows. In the entire group 48 per
omt wera from T0 to T4 years of
age, and 52 per cant wers TH or over,
making 75 thg median age.
