(but for very different reasons), and it broke sll records for
duration and hox office recsipts. Tobacca Road projectad Hull
—a very voung man—siddenly into stardom and eventually sent

wovie cantract, Now ofter g few woeks hers Holl and Tobaceo
Road will hie sent on a nntion wide tour!

We wonld make the same prediction about a road tour for
Taobaceo Road, that the N. Y. eritics made about its first appear-
ance on Broadway, We can’t helieve provineisl Ameriga will
ever STAND for it. But no doubt future events will demon-
strate we know even less ahout such things than the dramatic

erities.

Tobacen Road was written by the son of an ohseura Georgin
minister and is a dramutie exposition of one Jeeier Lester and
his poor white trash family—a slatternly overworked wife, a
half witted degenernta daughter, an incorrigible roughneck son,
and others. It has no plot in the conventional sense. It is moro
a ‘“‘oase study'’ in moral and physical degradation, leaving noth-
ing to the imagination snd nothing to the board of censorship,
Not only is the dialogne brutally frank, but the sction is at
times, only a few steps removed from the barn yard., Yet the
Belnseo was packed with what could he termad a *‘representa-
tive nudienee'’, young and old of hoth sexes, and the applanse
was so enthusinstie and jnsistent at the close that Henry Hull
came within one jump and a step of making a ourtain speech,

.- .

As for that—Mr. Hull deserved it—an excellent example of
artistie and realistio characterization. There wasn't & flaw or a
folse move in it we could deteet—Jestar Lester is a shocking
stage character, whose utter lnck of any moral sense, ar real
human fecling vather than his immorality or inberent vigious.
ness, one will not soon forget.

In fact on artistic grounds the play undenbtedly justiTies
itself, Wo have no doubt it gives a truer picture of the low
white trash problem yow existing in the south, than Unele Tom’s
Cahin gnave of the sluvery problem. And it hes this distinet
advantage over Mrs. Stowe's famous apus, it s entively free
from sentimentality or clap trap. There is no straining for
effect. It is stark realism, holds a mirror np to nature,—or
what is undoubtedly a deportment of human nature in the south,
—draws the piciure,—eloses tha elinic,—and leaves the moraliz-
ing to somoans else,

Furthermore, strictly on moral grounds, Tobaceco Road #lso
has its justification. For eertainly immoralits is not made at-
tractive—thers is nothing dlluring about poverty, sin and de-
pravity, in real life; there is nothing alluring and g great deal
that is revelting in Tobacco Road. And we wouldn't be sur-
prised if this play would eventually bring about radiesl reforms
in tha economic und socinl conditions of the far South—partion-
larly ‘in the ‘dircetion of eduecation, birth control, and sociul
liygiene. For the normal reaction to such a play we helieve to
be that of shacked amazement, that in any country ealling itsalf
eivilized, suth conditions conld exist—fallowed by the convie
tion, that something SHOULD be done to make such conditions
impossible.

Well then what objoctions hava we to Tobaceo Road? Wa
fear that on maral or socialogicsl grounds we lave none. Nor
for that mntter on artistic grounds, for dramnatically it is—as
far a8 Hull I8 concerned,—(we didn’t think so mush of his
support)—n fine piece of work, and the play is undoubtedly
well written and frue to life. What then?

Meroly this—and we don’t deny such an objection conld
