General Staff Also Sets In

Motion Plans for Change
in Promotion System in

U. S. Army Service. .

By Herbert Plummer
WASHINGTON Unless there at a

slip somewhere along the Una to
upset carefully laid plana, tha Unit-
ed States army will have occasion
to remember the present session of
congress for years to oome.

Thla branch of Uncle Sam's fight-
ing forces Is getting the breaks on
oapltol hill this year aa seldom be-
fore.

Almost In routine fashion senators
and representatives agreed to the
proposal of General Doujlas

chief of staff, and others
of the army high command, to In-
crease the size of the nation's mili-
tary establishment by 40.000 men,
creating the largest standing army
In time of peace the .country ever
haa had.

encouraged by this victory, the
general staff has aet In motion a
drive to change Its system of pro-
motions In the srmy.

Approved by the president. Sena-
tors Sheppard M Texas, chairman of
ths senate military affairs commit-
tee, has Introduced legislation which.
If enaoted, will overhaul completely;
ths present promotion system. ,

A New Promotion system '
As Senator Sheppard says of hi

bill:
"It will mske a welcome snd In-

spiriting change from tha dreary and
monotonous spectacle of 10.460 offi-
cers ranged one above the other on
ths advancement Ust from seoond
lieutenant to oolonel, virtual prison-
ers most of them behind the bar, of
a hopeless seniority system, each
waiting for ths next one above him
tardily to be promoted, graciously to
resign, thoughtfully to desert, obllg.
lngly to be gener--
ously to retire, or considerately to
die."

.Some Idea as to ths hardships Im-
posed by the present system of pro-
motions may be had when It Is con-
sidered that If a second lieutenant
enters his second lieutenancy at the
age of aa, ssrves the required six
years as such and 10 years as first
lieutenant, hs will become cap
tain at 80.

Hs must serve 34 years as cap-
tain, would become a major at 63,
and would be compelled to retire
for age after a service of one Tear
aa major.

Speedier Advancement
There Is an actual ease of an of-

ficer who, on July 1, 1030. the date
when the national defense act went
Into affect, was at ths bottom of tho
Ust of captains. At present hs ts so
far from ths top of ths Ust that
ho cannot become a major until
1044, at whloh time he will have
been a captain 34 years.

The Sheppard bill would sdvance
0 second lieutenant to first In three
years and first lieutenants to cap-
tains In seven years,

Ths estimated Increase In ths cost
to Unols Sam In making the change
ts $705,000 for ths first year, 630,-0-

for tha second year, and tS10.-0-

for the third and succeeding
years of operation.

FOSSIL GRAVEYARD

FOUND IN DESERT

PASADENA, Cat, (TIP) A grave-
yard of the queer misshapen beasts
that roamed North America 30,000.- -
000 years ago was being excavated
in the Amargoasa desert today by
scientists of the California Institute
of Technology.

Fossils of the prehtstoiio monsters.
according to Dr. Chester Stock, pal
eontologist, are being found In a rock
layer cropping out along the west
side of the desert near Death Valley.

Most important or the finds so
far la a perfect skuU of s Tltano-ther- e,

a bulky beast resembling a
hornless rhinoceros. Nearby the
scientists picked up bones and bone
scraps of now extinct rodents, seven- -
toed mammals, and a small,

rhinoceros. Scientists will
explore the entire seam for ths tell
tale glint of a preserved tooth, or
the dlscloratlon of ths rock that
betrays a hidden fossil.

Dr. Stock fixed the age of tho
"graveyard" aa ths lower Ollgooena
period, thousands of years before the
Ore.it Ice Age.

Existence of ths fossils In ths
now bone-dr- y rocky wastes Indi
cates, he said, that ths area must
have been covered with dense vege-
tation, well watered by rains, at that
time.

While rabies
la one of the oldest and one of the
most virulent of animal diseases, de-

manding strong measures to stamp
out, dog owners need not become ex-

cited and consider every alck animal
as having rabies, now that It Is defi-

nitely known that the disease la In
Oregon.

This la the opinion of Dr. B. T.
Slmma, head of the veterinary de-

partment at Oregon State college and
himself a lover of dogs and an au-

thority on many of their maladies.
There are many other diseases which
will cause dogs to have spaams or fits,
he says, and If rabies are suspected
the matter had better be reported to
the atate veterinarian rather than to
the neighbors.

"Symptoma vary considerably but
in most cases are more or leas char-
acterlstlc. says Dr. Stmms. "Usually
the first thing the owner notices Is
a change In the disposition and hah.
Its of the dog. If naturally playful he
may become Inattentive, or an old
dignified dog may become playful its
a puppy.

"In the early stages most dogs ap-
pear more or less nervous so that tho
least noise will disturb them. Them
may be no tendency to bite or snap
In the early stages, but In from 34 to
72 hours the disease usually reaches
tne furious form when the dog Is like.
ly to attack any moving object re
gardless of Its aire or nature.

"In thla atage they keep moving
practically all the time and may wan.
der 10 to as miles from home, though
they may return home to die.
Throughout the entire attack the
eyea are dilated and there Is a pe
culiar vacant expression which may
turn to rage at alght of a moving ob
ject. Death usually comes In from two
to five days from first symptoms.

There la no treatment for rabies ef
ter symptoms develop, adds Dr.
Slmma. Control and prevention de-

pend upon publlo cooperation with
authorities In quarantine vaccina-
tion regulations. It can be stamped
out. as It haa been In the past, but
only through proper handling of ev-

ery dog in the area where the disease
occurs.

"Absolute quarantine la the most
effective method of oontrol,' Dr.
Slmms concludes. "If every dog Is

kept at home 2 hours a day, the
s'preod of rabies can be stopped. Just
aa It had been' In the British Isles
every time It haa been Introduced
there In the last 30 or 39 years."

China, with its strange blend-
ing of races and religions, haa chalk
ed up another victory for the med
ieval over the modern.

More than 8.000 cltlaena of this
little Inland community have risen
In arms and crushed their leader

because he sought to abolish one
of their ancient auperstlttona.

For more years than anyone can
recall, Hsuchow has worshipped a
Town Ood, an ugly Idol which re
sided in a special temple In the
heart of the city.

When hunger came the god was
angry. Pestilence meant that he was
riled for .sure. But when the rains
came and the rice filled every stom-
ach at regular Intervals, the Town
Ood waa pleased and everybody was
happy.

Now the Slkwan Magistrate real
ized that It Is hard to maintain
order, bard to Improve the lot of a
people so strangely obsessed, Be
ordered the god destroyed.

Merchants deserted their musty
shops and farmers treked In from
the fields. There was a mass meet-

ing In the Town Ood temple.
The mob of 8.000 marched on the

magistrate's home, beat and stoned
him, smashed his furniture. But for
the Intervention of a group of Peace
Preservation men. the magistrate
would have been slain.

EXIT OF FURNACE

ITHACA. N. Y. (UP) The same
machine which supplies your refrig-
eration will pick up the heat from
the outdoors and warm your home,
eliminating furnaces. In the future,
according to Prof. H. W. Riley of the
New York State College of Agricul-
ture.

"This is not a fantastic feature,"
he Insisted. "Before long, home own
ers may use refrigerating machines
to neat their homes by a very simple
process.

"The heat will be picked up from'
outdoors and discharged Into the
house. No coal or wood will be need
ed and tha furnace man no longer
will have to shake down the grates
and carry out the ashes."

Asked how the machine would ob
tain "heat" from the outdoors when
temperatures fell to below aero, the
profensor replied:

'The mercury would have to drop
to about 460 degrees below zero be-

fore all the heat would be missing."
Ths professor described the heat

ing apparatus of tha future as one
in which copper tubing, an expansion
ve've and a charge of gas will be
used to select the heat from the air
and brine It Inside to warm the
house.
