torrent. Several autos rolled along on
the flood but It was not known
whether any persons had been caught
In them.

Two men who emerged from a

house on West Kiowa street and an

other who lost his hold on ttmber
he was riding apparently went to
their deaths.

William Llnvllle said he saw two
men pulled down by the swirling
waters and a few momenta larer,muRt
watched helplessly aa the third man
loat hi hold on the log and fell be-

neath the surface.
Four rescue workers suffered shock

and Injuries and had to go to a hos-

pital for treatment. They were Po-

licemen Harold Oreenhoe, and Capt.
John Southcott. Oliver Dutcher and
Pete Cramer, firemen.

t'nnerred By Sights
Dutcher, unnerved from shock, was

reported to be In the most serious
condition of the four. "It was ter-

rible to see so many people dying."
he was quoted aa telling hospital at-

tendants.
Dutcher was rescued from a tree.

In the branchea of which water hurl-

ed him.
Ellen O'Connor, society editor of

the Gazette. Colorado Springs' morn-

ing newspaper, waa seriously Injured
after she and her mother, Mrs.

O'Connor, were trapped in
their home.

The driver of a city grader carried
Mr. O'Connor to his vehicle, but
when the daughter attempted to
make her own way to safety, she was

caught by raging and whirled

again the. blade of the grader.
James S. Falston, oo. who wa re-

covering from a fractured lg. man-

aged to hoist himself Into a tree when
his automobile waa washed away and
wa rescued.

Rides Log to Safety
Fred Whiteford clung to a log and

floated nearly five miles before he
was taken from the water. He Bu-

ffered sereve shock from the ordeal.

Caught when they sought to help
others menaced by flood waters, Miss
Betty Rogers of Orlando, Fla., and
two friends, were carried some dis-

tances by the torrent, but were res
cued.

At least sixteen persons. Injured In
the flood, were reported . receiving
treatment In hospitals here last
night.

Little realizing the seriousness 6f
the flood, a group of ten men r wo-

men and children climbed to the
roof of a garage to gain a better view
of tha torrent.

Then realising their danger, they
managed to climb Into nearby trees
and then to a rooftop, where police
and firemen rescued them.
