PARTY ASSEMBLY

CHICAGO, July 6. ( AP) Formal
demand for the creation of a new na
tional political party, which would
launch It first campaign tn 1033. was
voted today by the "third party" ad-

vocates rally.
Quickly settling a controversy whlcH

ha tied up their morning session,
the conference of "liberals" decided
their temporary organization, to act
until a convention can be held, should
be titled: 'TTie American Common-
wealth Political Federation."

CHICAGO. July fl (AP) 6hr
fight over a name for their temporary
organization broke out today at the
conference of 200 "liberals" seeking
to lay the foundation for a third
party.

The report of the organizing com-

mittee, recommending the meeting
"go on record as favorhvg a new pol-
itical party baaed upon the principle
of production for use," suggested
"the farmer-labo- r federation for a
new political party" as a label until
a projected 1036 convention adopts a
permanent name.

A strong bloc of dissenters Im-

mediately demanded a change to
"the united political federation for
formation of a new party."

Two hours of argument developed
an amendment to switch to tha
"united label."

Howard Y. Williams of Minnesota
declared the "left wingers" would
gain much by borrowing the nam
of a political unit already established
tn his state. Chicago delegates
countered that such a label would
be prejudicial and would form a bar
to recruiting professional people ia
large cities.

Howard Costigan of Washington
state advanced the name "Coopera
tive Commonwealth Federation" but
failed to gain much support.

A motion to table tha suggestion
for the "united" name was voted
down, 00 to ea. as the perspiring
delegates prepared for a showshowa
ballot.

YOUNG PEOPLE IS

Millions Represent Ready

Recruits for Demagogue
Movements Must Make

Places in Economic Life

WASHINGTON (UP) Youth, de-

prived of constructive activity, pre-
sents a real threat to the- stability
and ordered progress of American
democracy.

New York State has 800,000 young
people of 16 to 24 neither in school
nor at work.

These millions of youth present
ready recruits 'or anti democratic
movements under the passionate lead-

ership of demagogues.
We have only to look across the

sea to find what happens when a
democratic system falls to protect Its
youth from the perils of Idleness and
to prepare Hs young cltlcens for par-

ticipation In democracy.
Confidence Culled Vital Need

Let me put It positively. Let me
suggest what youth wants and needs.
They need confidence. They want to
believe In their community and In
themselves as participating members
of American society, helping to shape
its destiny. They cannot be expected
to believe In their democratic Insti-

tutions If they feel left out.
Left outside the community lite,

the young person develops a natural
tendency to the social
and economic problems which he In-

evitably comes to feel are being
bungled by his lders. He needs mure
than Just jobs by which to make a
few dollars a week. He needs to be
brought Into the agencies, private
and governmental, working on these
problem and to be associated with
his elders on a basis of cooperation in
the democratic quest for solutions.

It does no good whatever to wring
our hands In anxiety over the youth
problem, or to harangue young peo-

ple about the past achievements of
American democracy. We must open
the door to them and Invite them
into our confidence in a Joint ap-

proach to the real problems which all
of us face.

Differs From Adult Problem
Our unemployed youth problem Is

different from the unemployed adult
problem. While young people be-

tween 1 8 end 25 need constructive
work to do, they also need further
preparation for life, work, and recrea-

tion.
A large number of young people

leaving high schools and colleges are

dropping out rather than finishing.
Most of them need to go on with
their formal education, or at least to
find some educational process which
will meet their needs.

In the last anatysls, our unem-
ployed youth problem cannot and
will not be solved until our econpmic
life Is so adjusted that there Is a
place for every youth a soon as he
la prepared.

Time Needed For Solution
That favorable condition for youth

does not exist today, nor can It be
created over night. Meanwhile, the
"depression" generation must be

protected and prepared to take It
place In our democratic life.

It must be protected against a
break-dow- n In morale. In the deve-
lopment of Its skills and s,

agiinst the temptations which lead
Into crime and antl-socl- practices,
and In the flowering of Its own crea-

tive responses to life.
Whatever young people are given

to do In the way of work, study, ind
recreation, they must feel themselves
a part of the community.
