Threat Than Outside

Forces Turmoil Since

Creation of Kingdom

BELGRADE. Yugoslavia. (UP)

Yugoslavia, known before the war as
Serbia, la the largest and most power-
ful of the Balkau states and possesses
the most dangerous powder barrels of
any of the "victor" nations.

The elements for explosion are
manufactured within Yugoslavia. In-

ternal dissension over political, religi-
ous and cultural problem have, and
still threaten, to tear the newly-forge- d

state into fractions.
Belgrade, capital of the new and

greater Serbia, although only elplit
hours by train from Vienna or Buda-
pest, presents a raw and rude con-

trast to those cities.
Suffers Growing Pains

Here everything Is new and in pro-
cess of construction. Before the war
Belgrade was the tiny capital of ft

tiny nation covering only 34.000
square mftes, with a population of
4.500.000. Today Yugoslavia measures
94,000 square miles and has a popula
tion of 14,000.000.

Most of this new territory and
population came from the old Austro- -

Hungarlan empire. The process of
territorial "digestion" has been and
still extremely painful, because
many of the new Yugoslav citizens
have resisted assimilation.

Yugoslavia has, been In Internal
turmoil ever since creation of the
kingdom. The Serbs, who only
emerged as an independent nation as
the result of the Balkan wars of 1912.
saw their country n with
Autrlan and Hungarians during the
World war.

Dissension From Within
When the allies triumphed and the

Serbian government returned from
exile in Corfu, Belgrade found Itself,
through peace treaties, the capital of
a kingdom many time greater than
before the war.

The Croats, Slovenes, Macedonians
and Moslem, who were awarded to
Serbia by the treaties, did not make
peaceful subjects. The racial and re-

ligious minorities (the Serbs are
Orthodox, the Croats and Slovenes
Catholic and Moslems vigorously, op
posed, often with guns, every effort
to centralize authority In Belgrade
They considered themselves sultural-l- y

and socially superior to the Serbs.
Dlctuturshlp Set Up

This tension led to the murder of

Stephen Radltch, Croatian lender, in

parliament, which In turn led to
establishment of a Serbian military
dlstatorshlp by the late King Alexan-

der in 1920.

The real dictatorship ended last
year when King Alexander was slain
in Marseilles. His death left Yugo-
slavia with a dictatorial form of gov-
ernment without a dictator.

The politician, with the aid of a

regency headed by Prince Paul (Alex-

ander's cousin), are doing their best
to keep the country together until
King Peter II. now 11, reaches his
majority at 18.

Although the total estimate of the
nation's oil stores has been kept sec
ret, an official announcement said
the new figure was "far greater" than
that presented at the London Confer-
ence of 1035 some 3,000,000,000 tons.
Discovery of new fields a well as
larger estimate of the potential
yields of old ones Is responsible for
the new, Increased Inventory.

Motor Output Large
This report makes cheerful reading

for Soviet officials. With new auto-
mobiles and tractors rolling daily
from the plants at Gorki, Moscow.
Stalingrad and Leningrad; with more
than 8.600 military airplanes con
suming fuel; with a highly mechan
ized army of tanks end trucks; and
with oil exports constituting one of
Its greatest sources of foreign ex
change, th Soviet Union's need for
petroleum 1 tremendous. So much so,
indeed, that the sale of gasoline to
individuals Is strictly controlled.

One of Russia's greatest oil deposits
Is in Azerbeldjan. In 1U33 this terri-
tory was estimated to contain 1,200,-
000,000 tons. Since that time new
pools In the region have been found

Although Yugoslavia's difficulties
are chiefly domestic, It foreign rela
tions have and still present certain
grave problems. Italy and Yugoslavia
have been at loggerheads almost con-

tinuously since the war. The Yugo
slavs believe the Italian possess de-

sign on their beautiful Dalmatian
coast. The two nations' foreign poli-
cies have clashed In the Balkans.
Italy, backed by Hungary, Austria and
Bulgaria, wished to undermine the
Influence of the Little and Balkan
Entente. In both of which Yugo- -
alavla plays a leading role. Yugoslavia
on It side, wishes to attain ft, domi
nant position in the Balkans, and Is

extremely Jealous and suspicious of
Italy's political assistance to Austria.

CrlMs Is Avoided
The two nation were at the point

of war when Mussolini moblllMd
troops on the Austrian frontier dur-

ing the Nazi rebellion in Austria last
summer.

Recently, however, there has been
a distinct improvement In Halo- -
Yugoslav relation.

The Yugoslav army. Is said to be
the best In the Balkans. Hungary
and Austria, both of whom are still
considered "enemies" in Belgrade,
realize Yugoslavia' military superi
ority, therefore there t little likeli
hood of their embarking upon any
Adventures against Yugoslavia.
