This section of Arizona, lying Im

Mediately south of the Utah border,
waa colonized originally by Mormcai
ramlllea who fled from Utah whem
the federal government moved ly

to suppress polygamy In that
sne.

The "strip" Itself Is one of the mose
k4ftted and desolate sections In tlw'
United States. To reach Short Creek,
10 miles airline from the county
seat, It la necessary to travel nearly
450 mllea. over roada that are all but
Impassable. Without telephone or
telegraph lines, with only occasional
contact with the outside world, th
Brethren developed email farms and
tiny businesses, undisturbed until
this summer.
