JOHANNESBURG, South Africa
(UP) Gangs of native youths who
swear an oath never to work, and
girls and boys who go to school
drunk, are mentioned in a report oa
the Illicit liquor problem on the
Wltwatersrand.

The youths. It Is stated, wear red
shirts, and form themselves into
gangs living by robbery and petty
pilfering.

The demoralization of the young
native men and women Is attributed
In the report to the Increase In the
consumption of Illicit liquor and to
the fact that European liquors,
stronger than the native drinks, are
available.

In one school It was shown that
ten girls and seven boys arrived
drunk In one month, the oldest be-

ing 16 and the youngest 12. Repeated
complaints have been received from
school authorities that even young
children form themselves into unruly
gangs and congrgate round drinking
dens.

Prize fighting for beer is also de
scribed in the report. It states that
at a certain part of Johannesburg
every Sunday afternoon a large crowd
collects round a n tin of
beer. A native, stripped to the waist,
and wearing knuckle-duster- s and
Iron bracelets, challenges anyone to
fight. The winner receives the beer.

FRANCE HONORS

ARTIST IN WAR

PARIS (UP) The promotion of a
Parisian painter, Gulrand de Scevola,
to the rank of Commander of tha
Legion of Honour has led Journalists
to recall the remarkable purt which
French artists In general and de
Scevola In particular played In the
World war.

The art of camouflage was a com-

paratively new one at the beginning
of the war, and it waa lrgely due to
the untiring efforts of de Scevola
that the Allies were persuaded to
adopt it.

The actual Invention Itself Is due,
It will be recalled, to M. Eugene
Corbla of Nancy. While stationed
close to the Lorraine frontier In Au-

gust, 1014, he learned that a friend
was killed at a battery by a bomb
dropped by an enemy plane.' That
gave him the Idea of concealing bat-
teries by covering them with canvas
painted to match the natural sur-

roundings.
Local authorities were approached

and a number of artists were en
listed to start experiments immedi-
ately. While a small workshop sit-
uated at Toul steadily turned out
the miles of colored canvas and elg
eag stripes on numberless cannons,
de Scevola visited tle different fronts
to spread the Idea. The work shop
at Toul soon was found to be too
small to cope with tho large orders
which poured In every day, and new
sections were put into use at Nancy,
Eplnal, Chalons and other places.

All Corbln'i ldeaa were not adopt-
ed, however, and his suggestion of
camouflaging soldiers uniforms In
the same way as batteries and mili-

tary buildings was pigeon-hole-
