Milk may be perfectly freah, rich,

atiractively bottled and capped,
fegt In taste and served in the moat
cleanly manner, yet contaln the germs
of undulant fever,

ss It has Dbeen
varioualy known)
oocur in every
state in the

That statement is as confusing aa
the whole agitation of which it is &
part, No one imagines that par-boil-
ing imp milk or ders it more
effective In nutrition, The sole pur-
pose of pasteurizing or par-bolling 1s
ta destroy the harmful germs the
milk s llkely to contaln,

It T am In doubt about the source
of the milk, T prefer to bring tha mw
milk to a boll for one minute my-
self—then 1 know the milk has been
mada aafe to drink.

‘The only raw milk I recommend Is
Certified Milk, or Grade A Raw from
cow or hard that has been both tu-
bereulin tested and Bang's discase
tested.

A blood test. analagous/ta the Wi-
dal test for typhold fever in man, is
readily made by the bacteriolegiat,
and this teat definitely shows wlieth-
ar the cow harbors the germs of con-
tagious abortlon, Well adminlstered
public health departmenta everywhere
now Tequire this test of epll herds
whare the milk 18 1o be sold maw, I
lilke milk raw, and If the cow Has
bean given the tuberoulosis test and
the hlood test for contagious abortion
(Bang's disease, Yoterinaries oall 1it)
and has not reacted to either, you
may deliver ma & coupla of quarts
of the raw milk every day.
