That

is to say a reciprocal trade treaty with Canada, can only mean,

extending special trade privileges to Canada, in return for

special trade privileges extended by Canada to the United

States.
Obviously, Canada can only secure special trade privileges

from the United States, through the sale of those commodities

which Canada produces, in excess of her own domestic needs.

IN CAPITOL BILL

Legislature Ignored Al! Ad-

vice and Final Decision

Awaits Supreme Court

Ruling.

8ALEM, Nov. lfl.-(- AP) Governor
Martin late Friday filed the state
cspltol bill with the secretary of
state without hla signature, but re-

luctantly.
Pointing out conflicting provisions

discovered In sections of the act
relative to the powers of the build-
ing commission, the governor filed
a statement with the bill declaring
"no one In Oregon, certainly no
member of the state capltol commis-
sion, legally can say what the legis-
lature Intended to do until the
supreme court has determined the
matter."

The statement points out glaring
legal Inconsistencies, ft noted that
section six of the capltol bill re-

stricts location of the building or
buildings (to the old site. Section
four of the bill authorizes the com-
mission to acquire additional grounds
by donation or otherwise, and sec-
tion 10 provides a method to be
followed in the event of condemna-
tion.

In his statement the governor
pointed out the measure was not in
accordance with the recommenda-
tion of the beard of control, the
state planning commission, the archi
tects, engineers and experts con
sulted, nor "myself as governor." He
added :

"I feel a serious mistake has been
made in the matter of the appoint-
ment of a capltol commission, the
functions ofv which are purely ad-
ministrative." Their appointment by
two legislators and the governor
makes the commission, in reality,
responsible to no one, he declared.

Concluding, the governor said "how
the supreme court will interpret and
harmonize all ot these conflicting
provisions, I do not attempt to
state."
